Conditions for selling at Port Elliot Show
6th and 7th October 2018

Welcome to the first wood craft sales event at the Port Elliot Show. This year, for the first time, the Woodwork section of the PES is providing an opportunity for wood artists to sell their work during the show event. The Store will be set up and staffed by professional sales people from ‘Wood Flair on Fleurieu’ Wood Art Gallery and housed within the Woodwork (Michael Scott) Pavilion.

There will be no fee or commission charged this year to sellers who wish to take advantage of this opportunity, however there will be a few conditions.
CONDITIONS FOR EXHIBITING

1. A Maximum of fifteen pieces will be accepted from each entrant. Space is limited so the number initially displayed will depend on response but we will endeavour to display as many pieces as possible and fill any ‘holes’ as sales occur. 
2. All pieces must be clearly identified with your three initials or similar ID and the item number. A small dot sticker or tag will suffice. You do not need to provide descriptor cards if you don’t wish to. The store staff will tag /price your work as per the information on your entry form.  
3. A completed entry form must accompany your items when they are delivered to the store site. These forms will be used to record your sales.

4. To allow for planning of the display a notice of intent will be required. This can be done by emailing a copy of your completed entry form to Jill Nicholas info@woodflaironfleurieu.com.au by no later than Friday, 21st September. 
5. PLEASE NOTE – ENTRIES AFTER THIS DATE WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED

6. All items must be delivered to the south-east door of the Michael Scott Pavilion at the Port Elliot Showgrounds by 5.00 pm on Friday 5th October 2018.  

7. Sales will be done as cash and carry, or credit card, the latter being the preferred option.   
8. Any sales of work will be made on behalf of the exhibitor.  

9. Payment to exhibitors for sales occurring during the Show will be made by EFT. Please ensure your banking details are filled out on your Entry form. Cash payments will not be entered into.
10. The Convener of the Woodworks section of the PES reserves the right to exclude any entry from the Store. Reasons for any exclusion will be given.

11. Expenses incurred in the delivery and return of exhibits is the responsibility of exhibitors.

12. Whilst the store will be supervised, all items are displayed and stored at exhibitors’ risk. If entrants wish to insure their exhibit against theft or damage, it is their responsibility to take out the relevant insurance cover.

13. Work sold will be wrapped in tissue or paper bags provided by the Convener . 

14. Unsold exhibits are to be collected from the south east door of the Michael Scott pavilion between 4.00 and 5.00pm on Sunday 7th October 2018. 

15. DESCRIPTORS. All exhibits may be accompanied with a written descriptor but this is not strictly necessary. If you choose to provide a descriptor card these must be no larger than a conventional business card. The management reserves the right not to display the descriptor cards if they detract from the overall visual effect of the display.   
16. Discreet personal advertising such as logos will be permitted on descriptor cards.

17. Platters should be accompanied by a plate stand for display purposes.
18. Items for DISPLAY ONLY should be marked as such in the ‘Retail Price’ column on the entry form. These items will be set in a different section of the gallery and will be clearly marked not for sale.
